Aim:

To provide an understanding of the experiences of a diverse range of 
tenants in the lower end of the private rental market

Methods:

ÅConsultation with 19 service providers

ÅIn depth interviews with 29 Salford residents 

Findings:

Three key issues: (lack of) affordability, (in)security and conditions

ÅFees and deposits prohibitive and impacting on choice

ÅRents represented a huge proportion of income ςpeople fearful of 
rent increases

or changing ownership 

ÅResignation at lack of realistic alternatives
